If you are reading this handout, that means you are thinking
about going to college - congratulations! The Daniels Fund
awards hundreds of scholarships each year to promising students
across a four-state region. The Daniels Scholarship program is
both exciting and challenging, and we encourage you to read on
to see if a Daniels Scholarship might be right for you.

Who Can Apply?

Eligibility Criteria

To be eligible to apply for a Daniels Scholarship, students

must satisfy all of the following:

= Be nominated by a designated Referral Agency (see
www.danielsfund.org for a list).

m Bea current high school student with an expected
graduation during the 2009-2010 academic school year
from any high school in Colorado, New Mexico, Utah,
or Wyoming.

= Be a current resident of Colorado, New Mexico, Utah, or
Wyoming.

m At the time of application, be a U.S. citizen, a
permanent resident of the U.S., or have refugee or
asylum status in the U.S.

= Demonstrate financial need (see “What is Financial Need?").

m Take the ACT by October 24, 2009 and achieve an exam
composite score of 17 or higher, or take the SAT by
October 10, 2009 and achieve a combined math and
critical reading score of 830 or higher.

What s Financial Need?

Financial need will be determined by evaluating a number
of factors, including the applicant and his or her family’s
income, assets, and family size. The applicant and family’s
ability to contribute or pay toward the costs of college will
be the primary factor used to determine financial need. In
general, a family of four, with one child in college, and a
family income of $50,000 or less, has a reasonable chance
to be financially eligible for a Daniels Scholarship; whereas
a family earning more than $90,000 is likely not financially
eligible. While these are general rules, the Daniels Fund
evaluates all applicants on an individual basis. For further
guidance and questions, please contact the Daniels Fund.

How Do | Apply for a Daniels Scholarship?

= First you need a nomination - To be eligible to
compete for a Daniels Scholarship, you must be
nominated by a designated Referral Agency. Referral
Agencies are high schools and youth serving
organizations that have been selected to participate
in the Daniels Scholarship nomination process. For
a list of designated Referral Agencies in each state,
visit www.danielsfund.org. You may receive only one
nomination from one Referral Agency. A nomination is
not a guarantee that you will be awarded a scholarship.

m  Apply online - The Referral Agency nominating
you will provide you with details on how to access
the online application. Please note: You will need a
personal e-mail address to complete the application.
You will need the name and e-mail address of the
Referral Agency representative who nominated
you. All online applications must be submitted
by Wednesday, December 2, 2009, 5:00 p.m.,
Mountain Standard Time. Itis important to
understand that the application takes time to complete
and also includes essay questions, a nomination letter,
and an additional letter of recommendation. Do
not wait until the last minute to apply. You are not
required to complete the online application all at once,
but once you click “submit,” no changes can be made.

m If you are selected as a semifinalist - After
applications are received, semifinalists will be selected
in January. If you are selected as a semifinalist, you
will be required to do an interview with a group of
community volunteers from your area. You will also
be asked to provide additional documentation by the
end of February including official copies of academic
transcripts, ACT/SAT exam results, copies of 2009
income tax information (including W-2 forms, IRS tax
forms, etc.), and a copy of your U.S. birth certificate,
passport, or other certified documentation showing
you are a permanent resident, or have refugee or
asylum status in the U.S. For further information,
please contact the Daniels Fund.

= Final scholarship awards - Final scholarship awards
will be announced in April.

How Are Daniels Scholars Selected?

Selection Criteria
Daniels Scholars are selected through a community-
based process. First, Referral Agencies (high schools
and youth serving organizations) that work in each
local community nominate eligible candidates. Then,
following an application and screening process,
semifinalists are selected. Semifinalists participate in
interviews which are conducted by local community
volunteers in each area. Eligible applicants are evaluated
based on the following:

m Strength of character

m  Academic performance or promise

m Leadership potential and emotional maturity

m Potential to contribute to one’s community

m  Well-rounded personality

NOMINATIONS (September — December)

Referral Agencies nominate students.
v
APPLICATIONS (September - December)

Nominees apply online. Applicants separated
by state, region and by gender.
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SEMIFINALISTS CHOSEN (January)

ALERT: Semifinalists are required to promptly provide
documentation, including 2009 income tax information.
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INTERVIEWS (March—April)
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SELECTION (April)
Final Daniels Scholars selected in each region.

Fast Facts About the Daniels Scholarship

m Daniels Scholarships may be used at any two- or four-
year not-for-profit accredited college or university
in the U.S. Students must intend to complete a
bachelor’s degree.

m Daniels Scholarships are not full-ride. Instead
they cover the unmet needs of the student. The
scholarship amount is determined after all other
financial aid sources and an Expected Family
Contribution (EFC) have been applied. Amounts are
different for each student and can change from year
to year.

Example Scholarship Scenario

Cost of Attendance $25,000
Expected Family Contribution (EFC) $4,000
Other Scholarships and Financial Aid $10,000
Daniels Scholarship $11,000

m Scholarships cover all or part of a student’s required
college expenses (i.e., tuition and fees, room and
board, books and supplies, and miscellaneous
educational expenses).

m Daniels Scholarships are annually renewable up to
a maximum of four academic years (8 semesters or
12 quarters) if the recipient: 1) is making satisfactory
academic progress as verified by college transcripts,
and 2) complies with the terms and conditions of the
scholarship.

m Daniels Scholars are required to hold jobs during the
school year to continue receiving their scholarships.
The minimum work requirement is 125 hours during
the first year and 250 hours during all other years.
