The scholarship is available to non-traditional students 
in Colorado, New Mexico, Utah, and Wyoming who 
are enrolled at select two- and four-year colleges and 
universities. These schools then award need-based 
scholarships to their students using funds provided by  
the Daniels Fund.

The Boundless Opportunity Scholarship is open to applicants 
from these often overlooked student populations:

■  Adults entering or returning to college
■  GED recipients
■  Veterans entering or returning to college
■  Former foster care youth
■  Former juvenile justice youth
